In 2014 the schools of Shaolin Temple Quanfa Institute, along 
with the support of Shaolin Luohan Temple, founded STC, 
bringing Shaolin athletes together to represent Canada.

Our 2026 team is made up of 50 athletes, many having 
competed in the 2014 and 2018 festivals, winning gold in many 
traditional Shaolin competition categories.

Today, STC is a formally registered Canadian non-profit 
organization dedicated to assisting Canadian athletes with their 
training and preparation, so they can proudly represent Canada 
in Shaolin tournaments around the world. 

Our team has been training hard in preparation for the 
competition in China in 2026, and your support is essential to 
help our athletes in their quest to win gold and recognition for 
Canada.

The International Shaolin Wushu Festival is a biennial 
competition held in Zhengzhou, China, considered to be the 
Shaolin Olympics of traditional martial arts. 
 
This globally recognized event brings together over 2,000 
athletes from 50 countries around the world to celebrate a 
mutual love of traditional martial arts in the spirit of respect and 
friendship.

original Shaolin Temple in China.

•	 Shi Guo Song is a 34th generation Shaolin monk, trained at the Shaolin 

temple from the age of 7
•	 He is a 7th generation Shaolin Fo Han Boxing Master
•	 Studied Buddhism under Master Shi Shen Ci
•	 One of the Ten Famous Arhats (Top Temple Guards) at the Shaolin Temple, 

Songshan Mountain, Dengfeng
•	 Settled in Canada in 2007 establishing the Shaolin Temple Quanfa Institute 

About Master Dao
•	 35th generation traditional Shaolin disciple of Master Shi Guo Song
•	 Studied Taiji under Master Chen
•	 Founded STQI Toronto in 2009

Traditional Shaolin
Shaolin is a 1,500 year old culture, originally founded in a temple in a forest at Dengfeng, China. 
Today, Shaolin is known for its incredible martial arts, and is an iconic symbol of Chinese culture. 

While there are many different schools and styles of martial arts, Shaolin is unique in its holistic 
approach to training, combining both physical and mental development. 

We are not a religious institution, and practice instead Shaolin Chan philosophy, which teaches us 
how to deal with the stress of daily life and to strive for clarity and mindfulness through meditation. 
Chan philosophy is compatible with all religions and forms of spirituality.

These traditional teachings continue in Canada under the leadership of Grand Master Shi Guo Song, 
who founded the Shaolin Luohan Temple.
